Full-funding (tuition, living expenses, and other
costs) for a postgrad degree at any UK university
US citizen, undergrad degree from a US university
Minimum 3.7 GPA
Highly competitive: 50 awards

Award Details / Eligibility

Marshall Scholarship
Marshall Scholarships finance young Americans of high ability to study for a degree
in the United Kingdom. Up to fifty Scholars are selected each year to study at
graduate level at an UK institution in any field of study.
The Marshall Scholarship application requires a TCU endorsement.
Many applicants apply 1 - 2 years after graduation.
